ADA CELEBRATES 20 YEARS

The nation marked the 20th anniversary of the Americans With Disabilities Act (ADA),
the landmark law that set federal standards to make public places universally
accessible, on July 26, 2010. State officials joined federal and local leaders, like
Columbus City Councilmember Charleta Tavares, in passing resolutions from their
level of government to acknowledge the important impact of the ADA.

Now, two decades after passage, the ADA has improved access for millions of people.
However, advocates argue that more can and should be done. Columbus City
Councilmember Charleta Tavares notes, “While the ADA has found successes,
including public accommodation in multifamily housing and businesses, the spirit of
the law has not been met in all areas. We must continue to educate employers,
builders, governments, and individuals so they can understand not just the letter of the
law, but the moral imperative of accessibility.”

Groups like Tavares’ Ohio Visitability Strategy Workgroup would like to extend basic accessibility standards to single
family homes. They are asking new home builders to include one entrance to the home without any stairs, slightly
wider doorways and hallways on the main floor, and an accessible bathroom. They believe that these minor
improvements will allow more people with mobility impairments to visit with friends and family, without the expense of
building ramps or renovating a home after it has been built.

Health and Human Development Committee, and Housing Committee Chair Charleta Tavares annually conducts a
review of agency performance and solicits social service agency input, including feedback from clients. Two
public hearings have been scheduled for 5:30 p.m. on Tuesday, August 17 and Wednesday, August 18,
2010 at the Columbus West Family Health and Wellness Center, located at 2300 West Broad Street,
Columbus, Ohio 43204-3783. Residents, service recipients and funders are encouraged to attend.

Councilmember Tavares uses the information shared at these sessions to help determine the allocation of City
dollars for social services and human development for the next year based on trends and critical basic needs. The
history of recent allocations of City dollars and revenue estimates also play a role in the process. The above chart
shows the allocation of General Fund, Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), and Emergency Human
Services funds for this purpose in 2010. The three largest categories for spending currently are, from largest to
smallest:

e substance abuse (intervention/prevention) at around 21% of the total,
e youth programs at approximately 15%, and

e support services for disabled persons at nearly 11%.

Programs at Lifecare Alliance, within the Support Services for Disabled category, represent the single largest
overall allocation at $247,571 to provide nutritional support for seniors and persons with disabilities. The ADAMH
Board at $238,625 is the highest funded program within the largest funded category, substance abuse. It
subcontracts with community agencies to provide prevention programs for youth.

Thomas Diamond CONTINUING THE LEAD SAFE COLUMBUS PROGRAM: The Lead
WL A e Safe Columbus program offers resources to remove hazardous lead-
based materials for eligible property owners. Funding was provided

through the 2007 Lead Hazard Reduction Demonstration Grant from the Office of Healthy Homes and Lead Hazard
Control of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). The grant included contingency funding.
Housing Committee Chair Charleta B. Tavares sponsored Ordinance 0993-2010, which authorizes the expenditure of
$66,561.33 of unspent contingency funds from the General Government Grant Fund for continuation of the program.
The funding will enable the program to continue to be publicized and promote educational activities about healthy
housing principles and neighborhood revitalization efforts. The program demonstrates the City’s commitment to
generating lead-safe affordable housing and the prevention of lead poisoning in children and adults.

VACCINATING CHILDREN AGAINST INFECTIOUS DISEASES: The Columbus Health Department offers routine
vaccines for children of all ages. Ordinance 1067-2010, sponsored by Health and Human Development Committee
Chair Charleta B. Tavares, will direct the Board of Health to accept a grant from the Ohio Department of Health in the
amount of $165,000 for the Peer Advocate for Immunization Program. The program’s goal is to improve and extend
immunization outreach to underserved urban neighborhoods by providing staff representatives to assist parents in
protecting young children from vaccine preventable diseases. The grant funding will provide services through
December 31, 2011.

PROVIDING HELP FOR INDIGENT MOTHERS AND CHILDREN: Health and Human Development Committee
Chair Charleta B. Tavares sponsored four pieces of legislation to help support healthy mothers and children in
Columbus. Ordinance 1075-2010 will authorize the expenditure of $34,049 from Health Department grant funds for
the Council On Healthy Mothers and Babies to provide services for the Healthy Start program. The Council on
Healthy Mothers and Babies provides health education/promotional services, supports the Local Health System
Action Plan, holds public forums and meetings, prenatal care committees and links pregnant women with appropriate
providers through the Pregnancy Care Connection Network. Ordinances 1092-2010, 1095-2010 and 1097-2010 will
authorize the City to accept and appropriate $1.6 million in grant funding from the Ohio Department of Health for the
Child & Family Health Services (CFHS) program, the CFHS Perinatal program, and the CFHS Women'’s Health
Services program. The programs provide prenatal and perinatal services for the un- and uninsured and will be
funded from July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011.
